The Graduate College English Proficiency Requirements for Admission

ILLINOIS accepts two English proficiency examinations. The ETS administers the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL). The ETS is in the process of revising this test, previously administered in both a paper version (PBT) and a computer-based version (CBT), and now administered in an internet-based version (iBT). ILLINOIS prefers students take the internet-based version when possible. The International English Language Testing System (IELTS) also administers a test of English language that students may submit in place of the TOEFL.

The following chart provides The Graduate College minimum score requirements for admission consideration*:

* TOEFL or IELTS scores must be less than two years old from the first day of class at the proposed term of entry in order to be valid. In addition, individual academic programs may require a higher score, or evidence of spoken English language proficiency.

** If the scores on the TOEFL or IELTS are acceptable, but indicate the need for further English study, an English as a Second Language Placement Test (EPT) will be required upon arrival at ILLINOIS. On the basis of the ESL EPT results, applicants are generally required to enroll in non-credit English as a Second Language courses and take a reduced academic load beginning the first semester at ILLINOIS.
